3 WATER CORPORATION GROUNDWATER REPLENISHMENT PROJECT
Tung Nguyen explained that groundwater replenishment is an innovative concept where treated wastewater is further treated to drinking water standards and
recharged into groundwater supplies. The water is stored in the ground and taken out later for further treatment and supply to the drinking water system.

Water Corporation will seek to collaborate with Main Roads on matters including timing of the works and construction synergies

Q | How will the interface between the two contractors be managed to minimise community impacts?

Yes, for future access maintenance without impacting upon the road.

fPre-requisite to Worksonotices have gone out with no resultant objections. Signage will also be erected along the project.

A | MRis keen to work with Water Corporation and appoint a single contractor for both works and reduce the impacts for Drovers. This view is
shared by Water Corporation to minimise local area impacts.

Q | Will these works be tied into the Wanneroo Road Widening project further north as well?

Yes, Main Roads and Water Corporation are meeting to identify the best options. Water Corporation pipeline to go on the western side of
A | Wanneroo Road due to expansion of Wanneroo Road to the eastern side.

Q | Where is the recharge site?

At the existing Water Corporation pump station next to the strawberry farm. This location was determined in consultation with the Department
A | of Water and Environmental Regulation to maximise the benefit of the recharge.

Q | What impacts will this project have for Wanneroo Road?

A | The impacts will be minimal with most impacts upon adjoining local roads and property with land owner negotiation required in some cases.
